Role Description (Placement Officer)

[The Placement Officer is a part-time position; they must be a current student for the
duration of their term of office]

The main responsibilities of the Placement Officer include:

- Advocating for placement students in relation to their educational and welfare needs
and experiences within TU Dublin structures.

- Campaigning and lobbying on issues faced by placement students, both locally and
on a national level where possible.

- Improving the engagement and involvement of placement students within Student
Council, other democratic Union structures and within general Union activities.

- Developing Union policy and mandates on issues that seek to enhance the student
experience for placement students.

- Holding the Full-Time Officers, especially the Vice President for Academic Affairs,
accountable for their work in this area.
